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“James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came forward to him and said to him, “Teacher, we want you to do for
us whatever we ask of you.” And he said to them, “What is it you want me to do for you?”’ And they said to
him, “Grant us to sit, one at your right hand and one at your left, in your glory.” When the ten heard this, they
began to be angry with James and John. So Jesus called them and said to them, “You know that among the
Gentiles those whom they recognize as their rulers lord it over them, and their great ones are tyrants over
them. But it is not so among you, but whoever wishes to become great among you must be your servant, and
whoever wishes to be first among you must be slave of all. For the Son of Man came not to be served but to
serve, and to give his life a ransom for many.

Mark 10:35-37, 41-45

My maternal grandparents, Henry and Hilda Bergs, owned a tavern in Cokato, Minnesota. Since the Woman’s
Christian Temperance Union had a large chapter in Cokato, there were many in town who disapproved of my
grandparents and their business. However, as a child (and later as an adult) I saw things differently. When my
sister and I were children, our parents ensured we visited our grandparents (and other relatives in central
Minnesota) frequently. These visits included going to the tavern. There I saw my grandparents working hard
to care for and serve others. Every day Grandma made a large pot of homemade soup and sandwiches in their
upstairs apartment to bring down to the patrons. Mom explained to my sister and me how hard Grandma and
Grandpa worked, often putting in 12-14 hour days, six days a week. Mom also shared a story about how one
day one of the tavern patrons had an accident in his pants. Out of concern and care, Grandma gave the man an
old pair of grandpa’s pants and then took the soiled pants to the dry cleaners. Grandpa was none too happy
because he didn’t want the people at the dry cleaners to think they were his pants! But that’s the kind of
servant Grandma was. On Sunday afternoons my sister, my cousin, and I would be asked to help clean the
bar. We didn’t like this task because we would rather be out playing. But once we got to sweeping and
cleaning, somehow we would find nickels, dimes, and even quarters. Grandma and Grandpa would tell us we
could keep whatever we found. Hmm, I wonder how those coins got in so many places around the tavern!
Grandma and Grandma Bergs put others’ needs ahead of their own. They were examples of the kinds of
servants Jesus talks about in today’s Bible passage.

Today, we read how the disciples, James and John, asked for preferential treatment from Jesus — that one
would sit at Jesus’ right hand and the other at his left, positions of power and prestige. We recognize and
understand Jame’s and John’s selfish request because also in our society many people yearn for, work for, and
pay dearly for power and prestige. But Jesus has a correcting word for his disciples, then and now. We are
not to aspire to and work for positions of influence and power for purposes of dominating over others, for
being able to “swing our weight around,” and for enriching ourselves at others’ expense. No, rather, as Jesus’
disciples, no matter what positions we hold in our families, at our jobs, and in society, we are called to serve
others with the gifts with which God has blessed us. In doing this, we have greatness in the kingdom of
Heaven.

As Peggy, Jonathan, Joanna, Jensine, and I have moved to our new home here in Ripon, we have been
overjoyed to see this focus of servanthood in you, our brothers and sisters in Christ at Grace Lutheran Church.
Thank you for your care, concern, time, and work in helping me get my feet on the ground in the church, in
helping us get acclimated to Ripon, in loaning us things to help with the transition, in helping us unload the
moving truck, and in caring for us in countless other ways. We deeply appreciate your thoughtfulness and
generosity. My family and I know how blessed we are to be amongst servants of Christ such as you. We look
forward to serving with you as together we all continue opening our hearts and minds to discerning on what
paths the Holy Spirit will lead us, servants of Christ and members of the kingdom of Heaven.
